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Minister for the Environment visits Rotorua Pellet Mill
Minister for the Environment Hon David Benson-Pope was joined by Associate Minister for the Environment Hon Nanaia Mahuta and  local MP Steve Chadwick on a tour of Nature’s Flame’s Rotorua Pellet Factory yesterday.
The MPs were shown the production process used to create Nature’s Flame’s low emission pellet fuel, which burns in clean-air approved wood pellet fires. At the mill the waste wood by-product is dried, compressed and formed into small pellets, which burn virtually emission free. Because of the strict pellet manufacturing process used by Nature’s Flame, the pellets are totally organic and contain no plastics or harmful additives. 

Nature’s Flame opened the Rotorua mill in December last year to meet increasing demand in New Zealand for cost-effective, environmentally friendly home heating. Nature’s Flame also has a pellet mill at Rolleston near Christchurch.
The Rotorua mill has an initial annual production capacity of 50,000 tonnes, enough low emissions energy to heat up to 36,000 homes.
